Our baptized membership at the end of 2009 was 963, compared to 
936 in 2008.  Since 1999, our membership has grown by 72%.  
While membership continues to grow, our average worship            
attendance has only increased marginally.  Our hope is that a larger 
percentage of our members will worship with us on a regular basis. 
 

Financial:  
Our total income for 2009 was $529,650 and our expenses were 
$512,000.  While we were able to "pay all the bills," we fell far short 
of our budget of $574,000.  Your continued growth in stewardship is 
greatly appreciated.
