I am amazed at the commitment they have to discussing openly the challenges of teen 
issues and focus on faith to guide their decisions.  They meet weekly on Wednesday nights in the youth 
room, sharing their "highs and lows" of life.  They care deeply for friends, are compassionate about justice 
issues, donating their time and money to the orphans of Baja and tying "Knots for Nets" to help stop the 
Malaria epidemic.  Social events, retreats, youth gatherings and summer Bible camp trips strengthen their 
faith and friendships. 
 

Kids' Club group (grades 3-5) gather monthly for Bible study, dinner and activities. They are "little      
evangelists" inviting their friends and neighbors to church. They delight in theme events like 
"superheroes" - dressing up like their favorite superhero and learning about the superheroes of the Bible, 
like David!
